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In the 1870s, not long after California
became an American state, Lake )
Chabot was built by Chinese laborers
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dam on San Leandro Creek. The lake
provided water for agriculture and
growing towns.

The Valley View site was part of a
28,000-acre land grant given to Don
Guillermo Castro in 1840, called
Rancho San Lorenzo. This land
included Hayward, San Lorenzo and
Castro Valley.
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Dwellings, storage structures, and
barns start to appear on the site and

agricultural operations are apparent. An
unpaved road now allows access to the

site.
